d) Eligibility and duration of internship 

      

      Eligibility the persons eligible for this program shall meet the following requirements:  

 

i. Be unemployed Kenyan graduates from recognized training institutions who have 

completed their degree courses within the last three years  

ii. Have not been exposed to work experience related to their area of study;  

iii. Be graduates of degree and diploma program;  

iv. Not have retired or exited from formal employment;  

v. Not have benefited from a similar program. 

 

e) Successful candidates shall be required to obtain the following: 

 

i. A valid personal medical insurance cover by NHIF or other reputable medical 

insurance firm for the duration of the internship. 

ii. Register with the National Social Security Fund (NSSF)for purposes of social security 

and shall be deducted the contributions to the fund. 

iii. A valid Certificate of Good Conduct from the Directorate of Criminal Investigation. 

iv. Have Personal accident insurance to cover for personal risks lasting for the duration 

of the internship.
